Preparations

You must review and follow the instructions in this Owner’s Manual. If you do not assemble and use the
GDR-60 according to these guidelines, you could void the Body-Solid warranty.

CAUTION!

Obtain assistance! Do not attempt to assemble

the GDR-60 by yourself. Review the Installa-
tion Requirements before proceeding with the
following steps.

Required Tools

The basic tools that you must obtain before assem-
bling the GDR-60 include but are not limited to:

O Metric Wrench Set
QO Adjustable Wrench
O Rubber Mallet

Installation Requirements

Follow these installation requirements when assem-
bling the GDR-60:

Set up the GDR-60 on a solid, flat surface.
A smooth, flat surface under the machine helps keep
it level. A level machine has fewer malfunctions.

Provide ample space around the machine.
Open space around the machine allows for easier ac-
cess and a more comfortable workout.

Insert all bolts in the same direction.

For aesthetic purposes, insert all bolts in the same di-
rection unless specified (in text or illustrations) to do
otherwise.

Leave room for adjustments.

Tighten fasteners such as bolts, nuts, and screws so
the unit is stable, but leave room for adjustments. Do
not fully tighten fasteners until instructed in the as-
sembly steps to do so.

Fill out and mail the warranty card.

To benefit from the best and most comprehensible
warranty in the fitness industry, completely fill out
and mail the warranty card enclosed with the unit.
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Instructions

Assembly of the GDR-60 takes professional installers
about 2 hour to complete.

Professional installers are highly recommended!

If this is the first time you have assembled this type of equipment, plan on significantly more time. How-
ever, if you acquire the appropriate tools, obtain assistance, and follow the assembly steps sequentially,

the process will take time, but is fairly easy.

Assembly Tips

Read all “Notes” on each page before beginning each
step.

While you may be able to assemble the GDR-60 us-
ing the illustrations only, important safety notes and
other tips are included in the text.

Some pieces may have extra holes that you will not
use. Use only those holes indicated in the instruc-

tions and illustrations.

IMPORTANT!

Before you begin you should look at the quick refer-
ence guide that shows all hardware parts (in actual
size) along with the corresponding component num-
bers in the assembly instructions.

To find out the length of a particular bolt, measure its
shank (the long, narrow part beneath the head) using
the ruler below. Refer to the following diagram:
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Be careful to assemble all components
in the sequence they are presented.

A. Insert two Foot Caps (3) into each Main Base Frame (A).
B. Insert End Cap (4) into each Main Base Frame (A).
C. Assemble lower Rack (B) to both Main Base Frame (A) using:

Four 1 (M12x75 flat allen head)
Two C (plate)
Four 2 (M12 nylon lock nut)
D. Assemble upper Rack (B) to both Main Base Frame (A) using:
Four 1 (M12x75 flat allen head)
Two C (plate)
Four 2 (M12 nylon lock nut)

E. Congratulations! The GDR-60 installation is complete.
